In his younger years, he was heavily involved
in community service and work in the church. He was a Reserve Policeman,
member of the Rescue Squad, and a member of the Civil Defense. After an
exemplary 36 years of Federal Service, the majority spent at the Marine Corp
Logistics Base in Albany, Luther retired in 1998. After retirement, Luther
fulfilled a lifelong dream of owning a billiard room. He was a phenomenal pool
player. Luther was also a talented musician and enjoyed playing the guitar
and harmonica. Luther was soft spoken, but firm, and treated everyone with
respect. He was a fine man - kind, hardworking, quick witted, and a proud
veteran.
